Featured Campers 
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Keeping Your Chilly Dog Warm 

Here in Florida we are so use to our sunny warm weather almost year 

round that we may forget about our few short bouts of frigid tempera-

ture. Follow these tips to keep your pup warm and cozy this winter. 

¶ When the temperature drops keep Fido warm inside! Leaving a dog 

outdoors and exposed to cold weather could lead to deadly              

hypothermia and frostbite. When outdoors, animals should always 

have excess to adequate shelter with warm, dry bedding. 

¶ If your dog is not double-coated (lacks a soft layer of downy fur) 

then  consider getting them a sweater or coat.  Common double-

coated breeds include chow chows, huskies, and golden retrievers. Single-coated breeds include 

most hounds, dachshunds, and pit bulls. To see if your dog is single or double coated brush back 

their coat and see if they have any soft fluffy fur underneath. 

¶ If you have hard floors, such as tile, give your dog a place to sleep that’s up off the cold floor.  

This doesn’t have to mean giving up your spot on the couch or bed (although I’m sure your dog 

would love that!), instead look into getting them an elevated dog bed.  

¶ Give your dog a special warm treat to help warm them from the inside out. Mix their food with 

some warm water or make them a nice bowl of plain oatmeal with some carrots and apples. Yum!

¶ And the best way to keep both you and you dog warm is to have lots of snuggle time! A dog’s 

normal body temperature is several degrees higher than a persons, so that makes them even 

better to snuggle with during freezing temperatures. 

If your dog is signed up to come on regular days to daycare and you would like to cancel or 

change your regular days, please let us know asap!  

We will be keeping those regular dogs on their normal schedules unless we hear otherwise 

from you.  

If your dog is still on our regular camp list and you do not show up you will charged the full 

days rate or a day will be taken off of your prepaid package.
