I understand that in a doggie daycare type of situation a dog may get the occasional cut, bite, or 

scrape (just as a child might in daycare), and I will not hold Camp Marlin, its shareholders, 

officers, or employees liable for such incidents, provided reasonable care is taken and reasonable 

precautions are followed. 

 

I understand and agree that Camp Marlin, its shareholders, officers, and employees will not be 

liable for any problems that develop, provided reasonable care is taken and I hereby release Camp 

Marlin of any liability of any kind whatsoever arising from my dog’s attendance at Camp Marlin 

Doggie Daycare. 

 

I further understand and agree that any problems that arise with my dog(s) (such as illness or 

injury) will be treated as deemed best by staff at Camp Marlin and I will assume full responsibility 

for any and all expenses involved. I will allow Camp Marlin sole discretion to decide how best to 

handle such problems if the situation is an emergency. If the situation is not an emergency, Camp 

Marlin will always try to contact the owner for advice.

WELCOME! 
 
Welcome to Camp Marlin! We are excited to have your pup as a new camper and assure you they will have 
a great time! Camp Marlin promises the safest environment possible for your pup and in order to maintain 
our high standards we ask that you please read over our list of rules and regulations while attending Camp 
Marlin. We appreciate your cooperation! 
Please initial each line to indicate that you have read and understand our rules. 

 

Initial 
 
______  Health/Vaccines: All dogs must be in general good health when attending Camp Marlin. They must 
remain up to date on Rabies, Bordetella, and DHPP vaccines. Proof from your veterinarian is required. Camp Marlin 
reserves the right to deny admission of a dog in to daycare that shows signs of illness or is found to not be up to 
date on the above vaccines. Any dog that has had a communicable disease in the last 30 days must show 
veterinarian proof that their dog is safe to bring to daycare.  
It is highly recommended that all dogs be on a veterinarian approved flea/tick/heart worm prevention plan. Owners 
may not hold Camp Marlin responsible for any fleas/ticks/heart worms found on their dogs. 
All dogs 6 months of age or older must be spayed or neutered to attend daycare. Puppies admitted in to 
daycare that are not spayed/neutered by their 6

 
month birth date will no longer be allowed to attend 

daycare. Any dog under the age of 12 weeks and puppies who have not received their second booster vaccines will 
not be admitted in to daycare. 
 
______  Reservations: It is highly recommended that you call in advance to reserve your dogs’ day at daycare. 
Camp Marlin only accepts a limited number of dogs in to daycare. Camp Marlin reserves the right to turn away an 
owner and dog who show up without a reservation. Email reservation requests do not guarantee a spot for your dog 
unless you receive confirmation from a Camp Marlin manager or owner. It is recommended that if you plan on 
bringing your dog consecutively the same day(s) every week that you sign your dog up for “Regular Dog” status. A 
“Regular Dog” is guaranteed a spot on their scheduled regular days. 
 
______  Cancellations: Any dog with a reservation is expected to show on their reserved day, this also includes 
“Regular Dogs” signed up for their regular day(s). To cancel your dogs reserved day please call by 5:00pm the 
day before your dogs’ reserved day to cancel. Emailed cancellations are not guaranteed, so please call ahead. 
 
______  Rates/Fees: Camp Marlin accepts payment in the form of Cash, Check, or Visa/Discover/Master Card. 
Camp Marlin Daycare fees are due on the day of service, prepayment is also accepted. Prepaid daycare 
packages maybe not be set up until payment is received. Daycare packages are non-refundable. 
A $23 no-show fee will be applied for any dog that does not does not show up for their reserved day of daycare 
with out proper cancellation. “Regular Dogs” who do not cancel their reserved regular day(s) risks losing their 
“Regular Dog” status and a $23 no show fee. Camp Marlin reserves the right to temporarily or permanently ban 
from daycare any dog/owner with an out standing balance. 
 
______  Hours of Operation/Late Fees: Camp Marlin is open Monday through Friday 7:00am to 6:30pm. Drop off 
time is 7:00am to 10:00am. All dogs must be dropped off with in this time period and Camp Marlin staff has 
the right to refuse admitting any dog that’s late.  
Saturday hours must be followed as posted. Owners with reservations that are late dropping their dogs off at 
daycare risk not having their dog admitted to daycare and being considered No Shows accompanied by a $23 No 
Show fee. All dogs must be picked up by 6:30pm. Any dog picked up after 6:30pm maybe be charged a late fee 
of $1 for every minute late. 
Owners who drop off and/or pick up late 5 times in a 30-day period risk having their dog permanently 
banned from Camp Marlin.  
 
______  Behavior: Camp Marlin reserves the right to temporarily or permanently ban any dog, at any time from 
daycare for behavior that Camp Marlin does not see fit in a doggie daycare setting.
